e SHARE is a program which provides food at a minimum cost to all people who want to stretch their
food dollars.

What are the requirements to participate?

e You must like to eat! There are no restrictions. SHARE is open to everyone.

e You are asked to volunteer two hours per month in your community. This can be any kind of
volunteer work, such as Church, checking on a friend or neighbor, cooking a meal for a shut-in, or
volunteer work in your community, such as Meals on Wheels, Red Cross, Juvenile Diabetes, American
Cancer Society, etc. However; if you cannot volunteer this will not keepyou from being able to
participate.
